(a) (b) and (c) Yes Sir. After receiving the proposal from Government of Himachal Pradesh, a

total of four Seismic observatories have been established in the Kangra—Hamirpur
region. These observatories are located at Hamirpur, Jawala Ji, Baijnath, and
Nurpur. All these stations have been set up by the National Centre for Seismology
(NCS), Ministry of Earth Sciences, New Delhi, thereby significantly
strengthening the analysis capabilities in this high-risk seismic zone.
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
